	We will be having an in-depth hands-on focus on the following topics:

· Place Value – numbers to 10,000, rounding to nearest 10 and 100, find 1, 10 and 100 more or less, negative numbers and roman numerals.

· Addition and Subtraction- add and subtract up to 4 digit numbers, estimating and checking strategies.

· Measurement – mm, m and km and finding perimeter.

· Multiplication and Division – multiply and divide by 10 and 100. Times table focus looking at patterns and strategies for 3, 6, 7 and 9 times table.

· Problem solving and reasoning tasks throughout all of the above topics.

	Theme: Dragons and Discovery

Class Focus Texts – How to train your dragon by Cressida Cowell 

Drama, Speaking and Listening

· Use spoken language to develop understanding through imagining and exploring ideas.
· Select and use appropriate registers for effective communication.
· Build an imaginative picture of a fantasy world.

· Explore these through role play and through writing in role. 

Reading 

· Increase familiarity with a range of books.

· Identify themes and conventions.

· Prepare play scripts to read aloud. 

· Show understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action.

· Discuss words and phrases that capture readers’ interest and imagination.

· Draw inferences about characters’ feelings, thoughts, emotions and actions.

Writing
· Plan writing by discussing writing similar to that which they are planning to write, learning from its structure, vocabulary and grammar.

· Draft and write by composing and rehearsing sentences orally.

· In narrative create settings, characters and plot.

· Develop creative and imaginative writing by adopting, creating and sustaining a range of roles. 

· Write informative texts including instructions and non-chronological reports.

Punctuation and Grammar
· Identify word class e.g. nouns, verbs, adverbs, adjectives and determiners.

· Use fronted adverbials and expanded noun phrases.

· Use apostrophes for possession including plurals.

· Explore and use classification keys.
· Recognise that environments can change and that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things.
